As a parent you can expect your son to receive:

· Quality supervision from well trained staff

· 3 well balanced meals along with snacks approved by a Physician

· Clean, individual rooms

· Access to 24 hour medical and mental health care

· Classroom education from accredited teachers

· Credit recovery program

· Individual, group, and family therapy from trained mental health practitioners

· Structured recreation several times a day

· Voluntary religious services once a week

· Support and encouragement to better himself

· Consequences for breaking the rules

As a parent you can expect:

· Friendly, helpful staff

· Information on medical treatment

· Regular contact with your son’s therapist including phone contact and family sessions

· To see changes in  your son’s thinking patterns and behavior

N.C.O.R.C expects parents to:

· Attend at least five family sessions

· Follow through with all scheduled appointments with your son and N.C.O.R.C staff

· Actively participate in your son’s treatment by maintaining regular contact

Visits

Saturday: 8:00 am – 12:00 pm, 1:00 pm to 4:10 pm, and 6:00 pm – 9:10 pm
Must be scheduled by guardian at least 24 hours in advance

· No items may be given to youth during visits

· Visitors will be searched prior to visit

· All personal items must be left in car or locker prior to visit

· No food or drink will be permitted

Mail

· Youth may send and receive mail from anyone unless restricted by court

· Third party mail will not be accepted

· Mail will be searched for contraband

· Youth may send two letters/week free of charge

Phone Calls

· All phone calls from N.C.O.R.C will be collect

· Telephone numbers will be programmed into the phone limiting calls only to that number.

· No cell phone numbers can be programmed into the phone.

· In order for youth to make those collect calls, the relevant phone accounts must be paid in full every month.
